n engine was the "Atlas," in charge 
oba Bart, one of the moat accomplished 

engineers In tbe country. It Was handsomely 
trimmed with flags, and crape in feetoona, and 
adorndd with boqueta. Tbe interior of tbe cab 
was concealed from outside view by a monster 
American flag, arid the light shining through it 
prod u ted a fine effect. The cars, one of them a 
new aad splendid sleeping car put upon the road 
for tbej first time, were decorated in exceeding 
good taste. The outside was draped with 
deep f̂estoons of black alapacca, trimmed 
with ;• silver braids and looped np in 
beautiful rosettes which were fastened 
with silvered metal stars.

am extract of a letter from the Commissioner of 
Internal Revenue to an assessor In New York: 
There k, to tbe first place, no provision in the 
law for exempting farm products sold from tax 
oti account of their having paid one tax already; 
and, to t ie second place, It is clear that, in ma­
jority of cases, it is only apparently the fact that 
a second tax is paid. There may be exceptional 
cases to tbe contrary; but, as a general ruie, far­
mers sell the same portion of their products each 
and every, and there will remain over, after the 
last year of tax, the complementary fraction of 
products left unsold year by year, and conse­
quently escaping taxation.

A National salute of 
36, guns is fired, and half hour guns will be 
fired till sunset. We proceed to Euclid Street 
station in the cars. This is the point where Mr. 
Lincoln embarked for Washington, just previous 
foihfs first inauguration, and here the procession 
was formed.' The coffin was placed in a hearse, 
the roofing ot which was covered with the Na­
tional flag, with black plumes, and otherwise 
taatetully and appropriately adorned. 

Tbe military escort embraced Major General 
Hooker and staff, and Governor Brougb, of 
Ohio, and staff; and the civic escort or civic 
guard of honor was followed by the United States 
civil officers, the veteran. soldiers, members of 
the City Council and city* officers of Cleveland 
and other cities, mengK&s of the Bar. the Board 
of Trade, Knights Templars, the orders of* Ma­
sons and Odd Fellows, Temperance Societies, 
Fenian Brotherhood. St, Vincent's Society, the 
German Benevolent Society, tbe Equal Rights 
League, and all the benevolent and other asso* 
clationa and citizens on foot—a multitude of 
thein. . 

Tbe procession embraced all conditions of the 
people without diBtinctiJpn of party and religion, 
and it presented a decmedly fine appearance a?

In the Park has been erected a building es­
pecially for the reception of the remains, to 
which they have now been conveyed. The 
building is 24 by 3G feet in dimensions and 14 
feet high from the ground to the plate. The. roof, 
is of pagoda style, and ibe rafters are covered 
with white cloth over the center of tbe main roof 
and directlyjover the. catafalque, a second roof 
is raised about four feet and covered to like man­
ner. The catafalque consists of a raised dais 4 
by 12 feet on tbe ground: The coffin rests on 
this dais about two feet above the floor. On the 
four corners stand columns supporting a canopy. 
The columns have been draped and wreathed 
with evergreens and white flowers in tbe most 
beautiful manner, black cloth falling as curtains, 
and fringed with silver, all caught and looped 
back to these columns from the center of the 
canopy. The floor and sides of the dais are cov­
ered with black cloth drooping from the four/cor­
ners, bordered with stiver fringe, and the bor­
ders of the cornice are brilliantly ornamented 
With white rosettes and stars of silver. The 
Inside of tbe canopy is lined with black cloth 
gathered in folds, and white and black crape 
serves as plumage to the posts.
