ARLIVAL AXND DEPARTURE OF THE ONE HUNDRED
AND TENTI NEW-YORK—ARRIVAL AND RECEP-
TION OF THE FIFTEENTH NEW-YORK HEAVY
ARTILLERY—EXPECTED ARRIVAYS,

The One Hundred and Tenth New-York Volun-
teers, commanded by Col. C. HAMILTON, numbeceliiig
five hundred and fitty oflicers and men, arrived in this
city on a transport, last Thursday, from Tallahassee,
Ilorida, where the regiment has been doing duty for
somie months past. No delay was made here, as they
immediately after landing embarked on the steamer
Themas p. Way for Albany, en route to Syracuse, necar
which place the Cne Hundred and Tenth was raised,
in the Summer of 1863, and where they wiil receive
their final discharge.

TRE FIFTEENTH NEW-YORK HEAVY ARTILLIRY.

The Fifteenth New-York Heavy Artillery Regiment,
numbering 956 men and about 50 officers, ninder com-
mand of Col. M, WI1EDRICH, arrived in this city at?
o’clock on Friday cvening, and remained all night at

the Baitery Barrpcks Xestapdav gorning the maai-
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‘merit received the honor of a formal reception at the

hands of their German friends.

Forming at 6 A, M. at the Liberty Garden, the vet-
erans of the regiment, headed by Maj. HARTMAN, pro-
ceed to the Battery Barracks, where the regiment had
been quartered over night. At 914 o’clock a proces-
sion was formed in the following order:

The procession moved through Broadway to Canal.
street and up the Bowery and halted at the Liberty
Garden, where a bountiful repast was served up. At
10 o’clock the regiment marched down to the Dattery,
whtere they embarked for Hart’s 1sland to be mustered
out.

The Fifteenth Heavy Artillery Regiment, which is
composed almost entirely of Germans, was raised in
this city, and left for the scat of war in July, 1863, and
did garrison duty in the forts near Alexandria until
March, 1864, when they joined the Army of the Poto-
mac, and were assigned to the First Brigade, Sccond
Division, and Fifth Army Corps, participating in the
following battles:

1864—Wilderness, Va., May 5-6; Laurel Hill, Va.,
May 7; Spottsylvania, Va., May 8-9; Totopotomy
Creek, Va., May 20; North Anna, Va., May 22; Cold
Harbor, Va., June 1; Bethesda Church, Va., June 7;
Siege of Petersburgh, Va.; Cemetery Hill, Va., July
30; Weldon Railroad, Va., Aug. 21; Poplar Grove
Church, Va., Sept. 29-30; First Hatcher’s Run, Va.,
Oct. 27; WARREN’s raid against the Weldon Railroad,
Dec. 6-12.

18656—Siege of Petersburgh, Va., January to April ;
Second Hatcher’s Run, Feb. 4; assault upon the
enemy’s works, March 25; White Oak Road, Va.,
March 29 ; Five Forks, Va., March 30-April1l; Appo-
mattox Court-House, Va., April 8--9; Surrender of
Lee’s army, (Appomattox Hollow, Va.,) April 9.

The regiment went into the service with 2,200 men,
and return with lesa than half that number. The fol-
lowing is the roster :
